MINUTES APPROVAL: Chris made a motion to approve the minutes from our
previous meeting; Carol seconded.

BUILDING PERMIT ORDINANCE AMENDMENT: Mayor Goffinet stated that he
would like to see some changes made to our building permit ordinance. The council
suggested changes they would like to see and our attorney will prepare an ordinance for
the next meeting.
